we noticed a small, beautifully rounded pebble that had been in our studio for quite some time. 
It was dark grey, very smooth and had a neat white line running across it. 

Inspired by the line as a graphic element, together with the pebble’s pleasant form and texture, we 
designed “PEBBLE”. We also added a functional ornament, the wire frame enclosing the sofa and 
holding the loose cushions in place, to create an interesting line pattern – often found on stones.
